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Activity — 1: Meeting with Villagers and Panchayat Representatives, Ambala

After the inaugural, a meeting with ward members, representatives of College and was
convened at the Panchayat office. In this meeting important resource persons were identified
who would assist and facilitate the volunteers for further activities and would accompany
volunteers in doing Transact Walks (to move around the village and develop familiarity with the
whole village, its roads and localities, etc) and Social Resource Mapping (to develop a map of
village that would work as the bird eye view for the whole village, and to locate various

resources of the village on the same map).

Activity — 2: Socio-Economic Survey

A socio economic survey was done by the volunteers where 150 households were covered
randomly in the village on the basis of observation (housing conditions- those having asbestos
house with no concrete roof, etc.). For this a one pager interview schedule was designed by the
volunteers. The schedule is majorly divided four parts. The first part consists of the background
information of the family, second part consists of the family profile that would help in assessing
the occupation profile, income level, people in productive age in a household, children
education, dropout, etc. the third part of the interview schedule focuses on details of assets

owned by the family. The filled in interview schedule will be analyzed in coming days

Activity — 3: Literacy Programme for elders

Mr. G. Anil, Senior Volunteers of the Unit coordinated the volunteers to educate the elders
in the village. Volunteers passionately involved training the old people to write their name and

respective signature. Eagerly all elders learned from NSS volunteers without hesitation.
Activity — 4: Digging pits and Awareness Programme on rain water harvesting

Sri P. Shankaraiah, Programme Officer, KGCH explained about importance of rain water
harvesting and explained about methods of rain water harvesting in field level and also house hold
level for improving ground water. Further, she explained different practices to be followed in
field during the raining days’ especially drainage method, irrigation management, etc. and
Volunteers digging 20 pits for water harvesting and recharge in the Ambala Village during the

camp days.

Activity — 5: Literacy Awareness campaign
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Awareness rally on Education & Literacy it importance was organized on 28-03-2019.
Students actively participated in rally programme by raising slogans insisting Education. Sri

Kamalakar. S Asst. Prof. of Political Science gave a speech on importance of Education
Activity — 6: Consumer Awareness Programme

Smt. Indira Nayana Devi, Asst. Prof (Economics) gave brief lecture on consumer
awareness to the farmers. She explained about quality product selection, ISI, AGMARK,

Adulteration, ways to find out the adulteration, consumer rights, product expiry, etc.

Activity — 7: Yoga

An intensive activity of Yoga used to be carried out every day Morning. Students showed
great enthusiasm in Yoga so a special trainer (Y. Rakesh, B, Sc - II) was also called on one of the

days to train them and make them understand the importance of yoga as in life.

Activity -8: Swachchh Bharat

Swachchh Bharat was carried out every day soon after the morning activities. Different
areas of the village were taken day by day and were cleaned by the volunteers. This created a
buzz in the village and suddenly NSS team started getting more attention than ever before from

people. across the village.

Ambala Population

Ambala is a large village located in Kamalapur Mandal of Karimnagar district, Telangana
with total 1650 families residing. The Ambala village has population of 5974 of which 3008 are
males while 2966 are females as per Population Census 2011. In Ambala village population of
children with age 0-6 is 463 which makes up 7.75 % of total population of village. Average Sex
Ratio of Ambala village is 986 which is lower than Telangana state average of 993. Child Sex
Ratio for the Ambala as per census is 1040, higher than Telangana average of 939. Ambala
village has lower literacy rate compared to Andhra Pradesh. In 2011, literacy rate of Ambala
village was 61.91 % compared to 67.02 % of Andhra Pradesh. In Ambala Male literacy stands at
73.43 % while female literacy rate was 50.18 %. As per constitution of India and Panchyati Raaj
Act, Ambala village is administrated by Sarpanch (Head of Village) who is elected representative

of village. Our website, don't have information about schools and hospital in Ambala village.

Caste Factor

Schedule Caste (SC) constitutes 13.19 % while Schedule Tribe (ST) were 0.05 % of total

population in Ambala village.
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Work Profile

In Ambala village out of total population, 3262 were engaged in work activities. 91.94 % of
workers describe their work as Main Work (Employment or Earning more than 6 Months) while
8.06 % were involved in Marginal activity providing livelihood for less than 6 months. Of 3262
workers engaged in Main Work, 719 were cultivators (owner or co-owner) while 1551 were

Agricultural laborer.

Valedictory Programme of the Camp

The valedictory function of the special camp was organized in the Unit on dated
31.03.2019. It was a very successful event as Shri. Sri Sriramula Lingamurthy, Sarpanch
participated along with all the ward members and other influential community members. From
College, Principal Dr. Pamu Venkateswarlu; and faculty from various department and
center were present. P. Shankaraiah welcomed all the guests and the dignitaries.
Programme Officer presented the major findings of the one-week camp. While presenting the
findings, it was stressed that there is much need to focus on education specially the Primary
school where drop out is major problem in association with parent’s negligence. Mr. Gandrakota
Anil, volunteer has explained in detail the process of doing different exercise and its utility for
doing baseline studies and need assessment exercise. T. Rachana, volunteers NSS shared her
experiences and highlighted issues of drinking water and women poor health. Dr. Pamu
Venkateswarlu, Principal, KGCH overwhelmed by the presence of villagers in the programme
and indicated as symbol of effective Ambala — Kakatiya Government College relations. He
appreciated the efforts of the volunteers in general and girls specific. He ensued all effective
support and activities possible at the university and would be extended to the village. He also
emphasized the need for active community participation and involvement to this end. Sri P.
Shankaraiah, NSS Programme Officer and Convener of the camp assured that students and
faculty from the College would dedicate all their possible support and cooperation in improving
the educational condition of the village and would develop better educational climate in the

village and Protection Girls Child.
